streetscaping and promotion 

of the website for the area.  
We will  be applying for the 

Green Partnership Program 
with the City of Ottawa to bring 

more greenery onto the street.  

 
The marketing committee will 

be producing another business 
list to be distributed among the 

businesses within the BIA. 
These lists give your customers 

an idea of the other services 

offered along the street. This 
committee will also  be focusing 

on the marketing uniqueness of 
the street and the sense of pride 

it offers to its customers.  
The communication committee 

will be producing more newslet-

ters to keep our merchants well 
informed of the events on the 

street as well as visits and wel-
come information packages to 

our new businesses along the 
street.  

We will be participating in the 
City of Ottawa’s Spring Clean-

ing the Capital taking place in 
April for the second year in a 

row and will be looking for 

volunteers to aid us in our ef-
forts to clean up the street.  

 
The streetscaping committee 

will be working hard to pro-
mote the identity of the BIA  

and will continue to focus on 

projects that will beautify the 
street.  

 
The BIA will be working to-

gether with  The Orleans 
Chamber of Commerce and 

Team Ottawa Orleans to build 

on the promotion of the street 
as well as on any upcoming 

projects in the works on St.
